you. Please do not tell your child’s teacher that they will be absent the
next day. Often the message gets lost, and we have to call the parent/
guardian anyway, just to be sure. This is for your child’s safety, and it is
everyone’s duty to ensure a student is accounted for.

Keeping our kids safe: please wear a guest badge
ALL VISITORS to the school between 8:45 am and 2:45 pm MUST wear a guest

badge, even if you are volunteering. Please check in at the office, sign in
and wear a badge for the time you are in the building. If you are dropping
off lunch for your child, please leave it on the table by the door. Thank
you for helping keep our students safe!
