Ensure your child’s school has your cell number listed within MyEducation BC.

Text Y to 978338 from each wireless device you wish to receive texts on. 

 Ensure that your child’s school has your correct cell phone number in the MyEducation BC 
Student Information System. It may take 24 hours for a number to become active after 
being changed or added. 
Send a text with Y, from that specific device to 978338. You should receive an opt-in 
confirmation message from the service. 

To receive texts on multiple devices, each device number must complete the opt-in process. 

Recipients not wishing to receive text messages to a particular number can simply do one of
the following: 

o Do not opt-in and do not reply to the opt-in invitation message. 

o Text STOP to 978338 at any time. 
o Opt-out online at http://schoolmessenger.com/txtmsg. 

 School Messenger does not charge recipients for text messages they receive or send, if using a 
Canada-based phone number; however, wireless providers may charge for individual text 

messages, depending on the plan associated with the wireless device. Please consult your carrier 
if you are uncertain if you have a text messaging plan.
