Decoding and Fluency: Our data indicates that we are effectively progressing readers from beginning readers to more confident readers. Our number of expressive readers is rather static. Inequity can be seen with the number of halting and careful learners that we have. The data does not show the number of ELL students or what other impacts may be affecting those students.








Target Areas: Out of all the components of reading comprehension, connection making and inferencing are where we see a decline in performance standards from primary to intermediate. We are progressing readers from emerging to developing understanding, but we do not seem to be improving on the number of proficient students in these two areas. The difference in primary texts being fiction texts while the intermediate texts were non-fiction may also indicate some of this variance. Connection making requires the student to be able to make a connection to the story they are reading, this data may be impacted by cultural biases of the source text.
