February 1-7 Cultural World Interfaith Harmony Week 

The World Interfaith Harmony Week provides a 
platform—one week in a year—when all interfaith groups 
and other groups of goodwill can show the world what a 
powerful movement they are. It is hoped that this 
initiative will provide a focal point from which all people 
of goodwill can recognize that the common values they 
hold far outweigh the differences they have, and thus 
provide a strong dosage of peace and harmony to their 
communities.

Women’s Memorial March 
Held in cities across Canada and the United States. The 
WMM started in 1992 in Vancouver, BC, following the 
murder of Indigenous woman Cheryl Ann Joe. The first 
Women’s Memorial March began as a small memorial for 
Joe, but grew to become an annual march to honour 
all missing and murdered Indigenous women and girls. 

February 15 Faith-based 
Buddhism 

Nirvana Day 
Buddhists commemorate the death of Buddha and his 
entry into final or complete Nirvana. A solemn day for 
reflection on death and impermanence. 

February 16 Cultural Family Day 
Family Day was introduced in BC in 2013 to recognize the 
great contributions that families make to our lives, our 
communities and our province.
